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LAWS BY WHICH WE CREATE A PROSPERITY CONSCIOUSNESS 

 
A.  God, as loving Creator, created a rich universe, placed spiritual humankind in the core of that universe and 
gave humans spiritual dominion over the earth. Therefore, I Am a rich child of a loving creator so I not only 
can, but I do prosper. 
 
B.  Poverty is not a virtue as many religious institutions would have us believe, but it is instead a common-
place vice. The object was that people should give their wealth to the church. Poverty is a huge mistake. 
 
C.  Prosperity is a must for an individual (let’s say you and me, for example) to grow spiritually.  A prospering 
consciousness frees us to grow spiritually, in peace, and good health and plenty in our world.  Enough for our-
selves and to share. Prosperity has a spiritual basis because God the creator is the Source of all good for all 
mankind and all creation. 
  
D.  As Catherine Ponder, Unity’s great prosperity guru says, “The great spiritual leaders of the Bible had a 
prosperity consciousness; many were millionaires. They (Joshua, Moses, Abraham, et al) knew prosperity was 
their spiritual heritage, and they laid claim to their inheritance. 
 
E.  After becoming aware that prosperity is a birthright, it is up to us (all humankind) to cleanse our minds and 
keep them clear in order to form a vacuum in both our thoughts and our feelings to pave the way for the spe-
cific good that we want to manifest. 
 
F.  We create that vacuum externally by ridding ourselves of what we do not want to make way for what we do 
want.  In brief, clean up, clean out and put all things in our lives in “divine order.” 
 
G.  Form a vacuum internally (inside our entire being) by thinking and speaking words of forgiveness towards 
others and ourselves for taking offense. 
 
H.  We further the development of a vacuum when we speak words of emotional release towards other people, 
and by speaking words that others may also emotionally release us from tendencies of possessiveness and ten-
dencies to want to “control” others. These behaviors are blockades against good health and openness to God’s 
riches of the kingdom, and happiness.  We also cleanse our consciousness of the idea that anyone or anything 
is against us or that they can prevent our receiving our good. 
 
I.  We further become co-creators of good with God-Spirit by writing down our heart-felt desires and picturing 
the completed results. Jesus said we are to ask and that IF WE FULFILL A FEW CONDITIONS, WE 
WOULD RECEIVE.  The conditions include:  “fear not” (don’t be concerned that the prayer won’t be an-
swered), “believe that you will receive”, and if you have anything against another or another does of you, first 
“go reconcile with the brother” (or sister, friend, etc.) and you shall have your request fulfilled.

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Dear Friends, 
 As a member of the Board of Trustees it is my privilege to write the letter from 
the Board this month. So, I am taking this opportunity to let you know some infor-
mation that is important to the future of Unity Christ Church. As you know, and if 
you don't know, please keep reading so you will know, the financial condition of 
Unity Christ Church is dire. A number of factors have caused this decline which has 
not only led to loss of financial support; we have lost a number of our valued mem-
bers as well. 
 With our new ministers, Glenn and Martha Mosley and the appointment of Ken 
Palmer as our voluntary music director, the church is once again moving in a posi-
tive direction. Unfortunately it takes more than 6 months to get a church back on 
track after years of financial decline. In the past several months we have had 3 
town hall meetings to inform the congregation about our serious financial situation 
and as a result of these meetings an anonymous congregant offered to loan the 
church $50,000, to be paid back starting in 18 months if not before. At our last 
town hall meeting a number of options were discussed: One being the sale of the 
Youth Education Building , another was to sell both the Youth Education Building 
and the Church itself, and third we discussed accepting the loan from the anony-
mous donor. We gave this information to those attending and after discussing the 
pros and cons the Board has decided to accept the loan.  This way we will have 
time to make a sound financial decision regarding the future of Unity Christ Church. 
We also know that if everyone who attends church on Sunday gives $25 more each 
Sunday, we will be solvent before your know it.  How do your eat an elephant?   
One bite at a time. 
 Enough about the debt. Now let's get to the positive. Remember prosperity is 
more than money. Prosperity is energy, ideas, and you. Yes, YOU! If you haven't 
been here in awhile WE WANT YOU BACK. If you have been faithfully coming and 
even joined the church recently we are so happy that you are an active part of our 
church family and want you to get even more involved. Yes, we need your financial 
support and we need your ideas and energy and presence. Your presence is the 
Christ Presence and it is so important to our coming resurrection as a church com-
munity. With your help this can be a very exciting time at UCC as we all work to-
gether to get our financial situation solvent again without selling any property. 
 Several of us have recently come together to form the Prosperity Action Team 
and YOU are invited to join us. We have come up with some beginning ideas on 
fundraising and bringing us together to have fun and get to know and support each 
other and bring real prosperity back to Unity Christ Church. Our ideas included hav-
ing a concert featuring Ken Palmer and friends later in the fall, sponsoring a 
speaker series, holding a trivia night and sponsoring a golf tournament. If you have 
an interest in being on the TEAM please give me call or email me or any of the 
Board members. 
 You can already support Unity Christ Church by participating in the escrips pro-
gram through Schnucks and Together We're Better Scrips Program. We just today 
hosted the first wedding in several years at Unity Christ Church and encourage you 
to let your friends, who are getting married, know that we are open and happy to 
host their wedding. You can look at our newly designed website and find out more 
information about everything that you might want to know about the happenings at 
Unity Christ Church. 
 As you know, I left Unity Christ Church for awhile during the past several years 
and I really missed the teachings of Unity and the community of Unity Christ 
Church. There was no other church home that fit my needs. So, when I got the 
news that a change was coming, I came back and made a commitment to myself 
that I would get involved and not let my church be taken from me again. It is sad 
for me that many of you are not back here with me. Just know that we still love you 
and miss you.  If you miss us or think that you might like to come back we would 
be soooo happy to see you. It is great to be a part of the resurrection of Unity 
Christ Church.

J. In addition to writing out your desires and picturing their fulfillment through “mind maps” or “treasure 
maps” or envisioning sessions, also orally speak aloud affirmations of completed results. Try this TAB. I To-
tally Accept the Belief that God has already provided for my every need and that my life is harmonious, my 
body is healthy and whole, and I am abundantly prospered. 
 
K.  Put God first financially as well as having God putting you first. Tithe your way to prosperity. Put God 
first in your time, study, prayer, and in your allegiance to the Truth Movement, specifically, Unity Christ 
Church. 
 
 L.  If you ever have need of prayer, please contact one of our ministers, (both of whom are chaplains) our Li-
censed Unity Teacher, (also a chaplain) our teacher in training, or a Prayer Partner after Sunday morning ser-
vice.  If you or someone you know is ever in a hospital or convalescing at home and would like a telephone 
call or a visit, please contact any of those just named, or Judy Lindow, our Office Manager, to make the re-
quest known to us.

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A Thought and A Prayer:   
Of Spirit And Spirits 

 
 

 A young woman had read and talked with others about meditation.  She was intrigued by this idea 
of a spiritual connection and wanted tools to help her to deal with her stress-filled, drudgery of a life.  
With no other guidance than the reading and hear-say, she began her efforts.  She mentally relaxed her 
body and followed through with the process she had read about.   
 
 Quite unexpectedly, she found herself floating, and she sensed energies that frightened her.  The 
feeling was dark and smothering, she feared she could not detach herself!  She became so frightened 
and desperate that she jerked herself out of the meditative state!  This proved such a disturbing experi-
ence, she refused to attempt meditation again for years.  She had been frightened by a psychic encoun-
ter that had nothing to do with her desires for a higher, spiritual connection. 
 
 Emily Cady wrote concerning psychic encounters, “Right here is a tremendous temptation.  This 
experience is a new one and is more or less fascinating, but if you want the highest that is for you, this 
should not be for a moment yielded to” (Lessons In Truth, 128).  In today’s world, there are television 
programs promoting psychics, books and articles about psychic experiences, and these are often pro-
moted as a highly evolved spiritual practice.  Particular psychics’ predictions are quoted and used by 
the public, and reportedly even by some police departments.  While that may be true, as Dr. Cady 
said, this is not the highest message for you.   
 
 The woman referenced above eventually learned to meditate and seek connection only with God-
Spirit.  Don’t be deterred from your spiritual quest by psychic encounters, nor confuse them with the 
experience of God.  If psychic encounters are part of your experience, acknowledge them for what 
they are, and separate them from your search for the highest spiritual connection.  As we sit in the si-
lence, we are not passive.  We are intentionally waiting on God.  God has placed within us the desire 
for spiritual unfoldment, otherwise we would not desire it.  As we wait upon God, and allow it to be 
so, the Holy Spirit at the core of each of us becomes conscious to us in our minds and hearts, and our 
experience is with Spirit, not with spirits.
